The Cabochon Rose is versatile ornament often seen on vintage 
hats and garments – especially the cloches of the 1910s and 
’20s. Crafting your own custom brooches will add an instant 
splash of vintage panache to an ensemble!
MATERIALS to BRING: 
Ribbon listed below is for 1 rose. Feel free to bring more if you would like! 
	 o 1 ½ yards of 1 ½” French Wired Ombre ribbon in a flower color(s) (Recommended) OR
	 o 1 ¼ yards of 1” French Wired Ombre ribbon in a flower color(s)
	 o Velvet or other leaves are optional or bring ½ yard or 1 ½” or 1” green ribbon to make leaves
	 o Thread to match (or a neutral gray or beige color)
TOOLS
	 o Tape measure,  Note taking materials 
	 o Embroidery or Sharp sewing scissors   
	 o Scissors to cut French wire-edged ribbon,  
	 o Needles (I like Milliners needles best),  
	 o Straight pins (longer ones with ball head – like quilters pins - easiest to work with)
